* 1807 — Treaty of Fontainebleau to

conquer and divide Portugal

» 1808 — French forces occupied Spain.

The people revolted.

* In the uprising of Aranjuez, people

forced Carlos IV to pass the Crown to
his son, Fernando VII.

* In the uprising of 2nd May, people rose

up against the French soldiers.

» The uprising was stopped, but war

began.

* Napoleon made his brother, José

Bonaparte, King of Spain.

* Guerrillas caused problems for the

French Army.

* British and Portuguese Armies helped

Spain.

*+ 1814 - Napoleon was defeated.
